he is both dead and buried, and his sepulchre is with us

was laid unto his fathers, and saw corruption:

Moses — Deu. 34:5-6

he buried him in a valley...no man knoweth of his sepulchre unto this day




Enoch — Heb.

...he was not; for God took him.

Deu. 33 — No rebukes offered

A vision into the Millennial reign of Christ and the redeemed after the judgment.




Simeon, not accounted for in Deu. 33 blessings.

Scatted through Israel, tribe fully contained within Judah — Gen. 49:7

In future Hearing (Simeon) shall give way to Seeing (Reuben)

Messiah in the presence of Israel.

Those that refuse to hear (Simeon) in present age to be excluded from blessings of

the future age — Gen. 42:21-25
